It is one of the Caribbean's leading tourist destinations 
and is the most developed island in the region.  Barbados is the 
51st richest country in the world in terms of GDP (Gross domes-
tic product) per capita, has a well-developed mixed economy, 
and a moderately high standard of living.  Cricket is very popular 
sport on the island.  Language spoken is English.

Economy 
Historically, the Barbadian economy had been dependent on 
sugarcane cultivation and related activities, but production in 
recent years has diversified into light industry and tourism. Off-
shore finance and information services are important foreign 
exchange earners. The economy contracted in 2002-03 mainly 
due to a decline in tourism.
